PARASITES (WORMS) 

2011 is proving to be one of the worst seasons for para-
sites. Barbers Pole worm is being found in areas where 
it has been unknown previously and  is potentially fatal. 

It is a good idea to plan a management programme with 
your Vet and familiarise yourself with signs that might 
indicate the presence of worms. Faecal Egg Count 
(FEC) tests are an inexpensive precaution to help you 
whether it is necessary to use chemical intervention.
